In this case, the 
JIC will provide information to 
educate residents about the North 
Korea threat, although there is no 
imminent danger.  

JIC is a 
partnership between various 
government and military agencies.  

WHY is the JIC important? 
The JIC gives the public one clear 
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source for accurate information.  

WHEN did the JIC get 
together? The JIC was called 
together in April 2013 to help the 
public get the most current 
information about North Korea’s 
escalating rhetoric and  the best 
actions for residents who have 
concerns about the situation. 

HOW do we get info from the 
JIC? The JIC will be sending out 
information via the media, the 
Mayors, consulate offices, social 
media, etc. See  be low for  more .
